Where no back drop black box with par cans in pairs with primary coloured gels up lighting US black and also use as a chase in upbeat numbers.

If using tabs band will be preset behind tabs.

Band enter during blackout and begin intro music

As band begin Sound Q for CD narrative

As band begin ‘Jailhouse Rock Intro riff’ -  LX Q for full stage lights (bright state) & ELVIS backdrop to  (backdrop to remain on throughout ACT 1)
Followspot pick up Elvis (Fullbody) as he enters (SL or SR depends on venue), follow spot remain with Elvis throughout until the end of “Hound Dog”
During banter with audience (this could happen anytime during the set) Elvis will call for the houselights to come up (houselights to go down again once banter over)

During set Bright LX State to reflect the mood of the music, where possible chasing pairs on LX Bar 1 (DS) and if using black box chase par cans on US Black.

End of Gospel Medley Girl Backing Vocalists position 3 chairs DSC, as chairs positioned LX Q to X Fade to highlight chairs, rest of stage very dim. 

Lead and bass guitarist continue playing and move to chairs DSC
Girl Backing Vocalists and rest of band Exit

During blackout Sound Q for CD “Space Odyssey” music 
Drum solo commences “See See Rider” still in blackout and Followspot(s) “search” for Elvis (like 2 search lights in the blitz - figure of 8 pattern in mid/full body size) 

Elvis enters the stage (USL or USR depends on venue)  Followspot pan onto him and iris to full body ELVIS backdrop on. Followspot to remain with Elvis throughout set. ELVIS backdrop to remain on throughout ACT 2
During set Bright LX State to reflect the mood of the music, where possible chasing pairs on LX Bar 1 (DS) and if using black box chase par cans on US Black.

At end of “Polk Salad Annie” Elvis jumps up and lands on the stage to finish the number and then gestures arms outspread on the final chord. THEN  Elvis turns US and strikes a pose -  on pose LX Q SNAP TO BLACK OUT. Followspot iris down to head and shoulders.
Elvis starts “You’ve lost that lovin’ feelin’” facing US
As Elvis turns DS LX Q to bring lights up to Bright State and Followspot iris to fullbody
You’ve lost that lovin’ feelin’
